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Finding Blood at the Scene

APPEARANCE CHEMICAL TESTS
Generally Red-Brown in Presumptive tests
color A Phenolphthalein

A But could be: A Ortho -tolidine
1 Blackish A Luminol
1 Greenish A BlueStar
1 Orange -ish A Hemastix
1 Yellowish

Confirmatory tests
A HemDirect
A HemaTrace

Crusty, Flaky



How do you identify blood at the scene?

Chemical Tests
APhenolphthalein test or similar
1 Color Change test

AThese are Presumptive Tests
1/ Positive result indicates that blood MIGHT be present

Phenolphthalein crime
scene kit available
from
Arrowhead Forensics




Confirmatory Tests
AGenerally performed at the lab

ACAN be done at the scene if need be

Example 6 human and dog killed, need to collect only
the human blood
